Job Summary

The post is for a Research Fellow to support a new research theme on the Politics of Inequality. The
candidate will be part of a multi-method research team under the supervision of the Research Theme
Convenor on the Politics of Inequality at the International Inequalities Institute (l11).

The post holder will be expected to conduct original academic research on substantive research topics
(which could be independent, and/or collaborative with other theme members) which will lead to high
quality academic publications. The post-holder will also be expected to contribute to publications and
reports for a broader audience, such as consultation and policy interventions, through blogs and other
social media outlets. The appointee will also support a wider team of LSE academics working in this
theme and will assist both the Theme Director and the Director of the Il in the organisation of regular
meetings and theme co-ordination more broadly. The post holder will also liaise with the Atlantic Fellows
for Social and Economic Equity (AFSEE) programme to foster interaction with Fellows and knowledge
exchange. They will contribute to the activities of the Institute, through organising seminars, other
events and contributing to its public interventions and web presence.

the 11l on the research theme

e Leading the coordination of a team of academics affiliated with the research theme
